(61,5%)

= Gary Johnson (Partit Lliberatari): 2889.310 vots (3,2%)

= Jill Stein (Partit Verd): 155.706 vots (1,7%)

= Gloria Estela La Riva (Pau i Llibertat): 38.880 vots
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(0,4%)
